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� Gasoline and water do not mix, but ethanol 
and water do !!

� It takes a small amount of water to cause 
what is known as phase separation in a tank, 
making it critical that E85 or E10 fuel does not 
get exposed to water at any time.

� Debris/particulates and accumulated sodium 
salts create similar issues. It is important that 
tanks receiving ethanol blended fuel be 
inspected, cleaned, drained prior to the first 
introduction of fuel.

Problems that occur when water or debris contaminat es ethanol blended fuels

� Fuel octane levels will be below specification

� Filter clotting (which will cause dispenser to stop working)

� Spoiled fuel

� Customer vehicle drivability complaints and damage
